1 Point Perspective Project

	
	Turn your paper horizontal and line up the end of your ruler up with the side of your paper. Be sure the ruler is straight and flush with the edge of the page or everything will be crooked.
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	Draw a low horizon line in the bottom third of your paper.  
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	Draw one vanishing point. It is HUGE in this example yours should be smaller.
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	Draw a very wide street. Notice how the diagonal lines go to the corners of the paper.
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	Draw 2 vertical lines, 1 on either side of the main line. This is where your building will end. Make the lines VERY TALL.

	Connect the corners to the closest vanishing points. Draw lightly as you will erase these lines later.

	Erase the extra orthogonal lines and draw the side of the building.
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	Erase the horizon line that goes through your building.
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	Draw two vertical lines to show the building on the other side.
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	Connect your diagonal line to the vanishing point. This is the front of your building.
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	Erase the orthogonal line and the horizon line that go through the middle of the building.
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	Draw the side of the building. 
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	Draw the adjacent buildings.
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	Make sure the diagonal lines connect with the vanishing point.
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	Now add details such as windows and doors to the buildings. Remember they don’t all have to be square-like but remember, all vertical lines are up and down and all horizontal lines are parallel with the horizon line.
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	Decide on a theme (color, business, etc for your buildings and color them in using colored pencils).
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
