


Step Two – Look at how many rows there are. Do the math. 





PaPer Quilt – How To





1.  Look at the designs available for you to choose from. Notice how they are symmetrical. Pick one. 





2. You will have a 12” x 12” sheet of paper. Study your design. How many “columns” and “rows” would you say it has. How many tiny squares make up one big square? On the back of your white paper, do the math. Ex: Double X has 3 columns. 3 / 12 =4. So each column will be 4” wide. The same is true for the rows, so each small square within the big 12” square will be 4”. Simple!





3.  Once you have done the math and know how big each small square needs to be. Use a ruler and mark the row and column lines with a pencil. Remember you will be graded on craftsmanship, so not too dark please. You may want to practice first on a piece of newsprint first.





3. Use your colored construction paper to cut out the triangles or squares necessary for your design. 





4. Make sure the corners are precisely matched. Remember the design needs to be symmetrical.
