 We will do a graphic organizer after some hand’s on learning has occurred. 


The students will make a tile with the image of an animal on it. 


First they pick an animal, either real or imaginary to draw. I have a drawer full of laminated animal pictures they can use, but not trace! I demonstrate how to enlarge an animal onto newsprint. Once I approve the animal sketch we move to the next step.


We discuss how to hand build sculptural ceramics using the slab and coil method of construction. I will demonstrate how to use the slab roller and how to slip and score the coils or wormies of clay onto the slab tile.�I will discuss how we fire the kiln and show the students how to glaze their bisqued tiles. They will understand what glaze is and pick their own color. Once the animal tile is glaze fired, I will take pictures of it and upload them to Artsonia.
