Hook - Have you ever seen luminaries or votive candleholders at the mall. Well we are going to make a container that will hold a small tea light. When lit, it will cast beautiful shadows around the room. We will also learn about medieval history.


Guided Activity:


Demonstrate how to make a coil – call it a wiggle worm.


Show a pencil. Say the coils need to be as thick as the pencil, not thicker, trapped moisture will make your pot explode in the kiln.


Demonstrate how to connect your coils (score & slip) so the vessel becomes higher. Rough up the top and bottom’s of the side walls with a fork.


Independent Activity:


Announce after one day of practice, we are going to keep our work and fire it in the kiln.


Make sure each student has an old drafting board, so they don’t work directly on the table.


Hand each student a ball of clay and a Ziploc bag with their name and period on it.


Walk around the room counting each student’s coils. Announce who has the most and encourage those lagging behind to catch up.
